IMAGERY
Apply  Pupils can explain how their responses to imagery can be applied in their own and others’ lives
We looked at each others’ work then talked about the proliferation of images we are subjected to in every day life, and what impact these are meant to have on us, often subconsciously. Was this a good thing? I pointed out that designing images (eg a car ad, a logo for a political party) might be a million pound project – every detail is completely deliberate.

We then looked at lots of images (good old Google again!) – car ads, perfume ads, CD covers, charity logos, posters (such as wartime propaganda) and so on. I put these on the interactive whiteboard and we talked about what the artist or designer wanted to make us think. We then thought how the message would change if the image changed.

ACTIVITY
Look at images suggested (highlighted in green) and ask: What if…? How would the message change if…?

Put New Caddy Maxi life infinitely bigger into the Google images search bar and find the ad of a VW car, showing a little boy trailing a teddy bear.
Discuss (perhaps without caption): main messages?

· Room for all the family and their stuff.

· Families are good.

· It’s a safe car.

· The teddy stands for safety/comfort. It’s a warming image.

· Wealth.

How would the message change if:
· the teddy was normal size?

· the boy was a business-man with a laptop? 

· he was pulling a rusty lawnmower? 

· the house was poor and run-down?

· the boy was crying?

Why is only a bit of the car shown?

Why is the boy on his own?

Put WaterAid Odyssey Expedition into the Google images search bar and find the WaterAid logo of a smiling girl with her hands under a running tap.
Whereabouts is this picture taken and what is it saying? Pupils will be able to tell you this very accurately. Use their answers to demonstrate how well we can ‘read’ images even when no words.

Wouldn’t it be more effective to show a child drinking muddy water or dying of thirst?

What difference would that make?

Why choose a child? Would it be different if a boy was shown?

Does the little background suggest poverty or wealth? How? What difference does this make?

Also discuss logo (water droplet/teardrop?)
