
Intended learning outcomes:





Children will be able to:





Step 1: Children can accurately describe the concept of neighbour.


Step 2: Children can accurately describe how neighbour is contextualised within Christianity.


Step 3: Children can discern and describe the value of neighbour to Christians. Discern and describe the possible value for their own lives & communities.


Step 4: Children express creatively as well as describe their responses to neighbour.


Step 5: Children recognise and describe how their responses to neighbour can be applied in their own lives and the lives of others.





Informed by end of Year 4  expectations





Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:�


Spiritual: providing an opportunity to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values.�


Moral: developing an ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues.�


Social: sharing our own experiences and respond to the experiences of others. Working and socialising with others in a range of learning opportunities.�


Cultural: willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical and cultural opportunities. Giving children an interest in and an opportunity to explore different faiths and beliefs.








Vocabulary (in bold) and knowledge building blocks





Children will learn that:


Jesus often told stories that are called parables.


Parables are stories with hidden meanings


The Parable of the Good Samaritan is in Luke’s gospel in the New Testament


It tells the story of how the only person to help someone who was beaten and robbed was a Samaritan


2000 years ago in Judaea, Samaritans were a group of people who were disliked by others


This Samaritan still helped someone who would have disliked him


Christians use this parable to show them how to behave with all people








Assessment opportunities:


Evidence can be gathered when children:





Create a definition of the concept neighbour


Create the hidden meaning of the Good Samaritan


Discuss the importance of neighbour to Christians


Sort and justify their choices for the card sort


Act out their drama, thinking of how this can be related to modern day life.

Theme/unit: Christianity





Key concept: Neighbour





Sequence of activities:





Inquire





Chat with your partner – what words come to mind when you think of the concept neighbour? Share with class and teacher to create a class Wordle. Use this to write a definition in your books.





Contextualise


Discuss with the class that Jesus often told types of stories that are called Parables, these stories always have a hidden meaning.





Read Luke 10 v 25 – 37 - the Parable of the Good Samaritan.





Discuss: what does this story mean? What is the hidden meaning of this story? What is Jesus trying to get his followers to understand?





Activity – use a cube net to create a pictorial representation of the story – ie the six key moments.  Make the cube up and then put the hidden message inside.





Evaluate





Share local stories of Christians ‘being a good neighbour’ in action eg food banks, homeless shelters, community action groups (toddler groups/older people’s groups etc)


Discuss: How is this related to the concept of neighbour? How important is this concept to Christians? 





Communicate


Who is my neighbour? Card sorting activity in pairs: split the choices into two groups – Neighbour/Not Neighbour. �Children to circulate around the class and see how other pairs have sorted their choices. �Ask children to justify their choices eg  he/she is/is not my neighbour because …


Go back to choices and re-sort if appropriate. Stick into books.





Apply





Think about the parable of the Good Samaritan again. Discuss: if this was in the modern day, who would each of the characters be? In small groups act out your new version of the Good Samaritan. Take photos for evidence. �Literacy extension – groups to write up their playscripts.
