Key concept: Are Sacred books wise?





Intended


learning outcomes





1. Children can respond creatively as well as explain a personal response to the concept of wisdom and give examples of who and what has the right to guide them.





2. Children can explain some examples of how people have different ideas about what wisdom is.





3. Children can accurately explain ideas about what wisdom is.





2. Children can accurately explain how the Qur’an and the Bible contain wisdom.





3. Children can discern the value of  wisdom for Muslims and Christians and the possible value for their own lives and communities.





Informed by the end of year 6 expectations








Sequence of activities over several lessons:


Step 1 (Communicate)


Prior to first lesson, give pupils task of asking at home what wisdom their parents/grandparents/older family members would give to them. (Pro-forma provided – Words of wisdom homework). Share and discuss these pieces of advice in the first session. Write down ideas raised – eg wisdom is based on life experience; wisdom is knowing when to be silent; wisdom is timeless, not based on knowledge of facts. Read and discuss some Wisdom Quotes (provided on Word and PowerPoint). Choose one of these quotes or one from home; make a poster (see Wise Word poster work-samples provided) or write it out and decorate it. Or make an acrostic poem using the word ‘Wisdom’.


Step 2 (Apply)


Are older people always wiser? I know what 345x19 is – does it make me wise? Is being wise the same as being clever? Why/not? Look at the short PowerPoint of some well-known proverbs. (Proverbs). What do they mean? Are they always true or sometimes true? Do pupils dis/agree with them?


Step 3 (Inquire)


So what is the meaning of wisdom? Pull together ideas. Who is wise? Who makes the rules in school/home/country? Who has the authority? Should we listen to our friends or our parents? (PSHE link).


Step 4 (Contextualise)


This step could last for several lesson using the resources in this tab. Focus either on the Bible (Old Testament and/or New Testament) or Qur’an; or you could look at both. 


Step 5 (Evaluate) 


Does the Bible and/or Qur’an still have wisdom today? 


Discuss the controversial statements (see Wisdom controversial statements and Wisdom controversial statements + notes) about the Bible and Qur’an (choose selectively, drawing on the aspects you have covered – eg you might just have been focusing on the Bible, or just the Qur’an).


Recap on what we have explored so far in this unit. Write up the statement “The Bible and the Quran are too old to have any meaning for people today”. Give children time (5 mins max) to think about this in pairs. Then give a quiet time for each child to write his/her thoughts about the statement on the pro-forma (Wisdom assessment (evaluate). There are 3 of these – Bible, Qur’an or Bible and Qur’an). Use this as an assessment.








Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:





Spiritual: giving children the ability to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values





Moral: developing an ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues.





 Social: To share our own experiences and respond to the experiences of others. Working and socialising with others in a range of learning opportunities.





Cultural: willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical and cultural opportunities. Giving children an interest in and an opportunity to explore different faiths and beliefs.








 Vocabulary (in bold) and knowledge building blocks


Children will learn that:


Muslims believe the prophet Muhammad (pbuh) was visited by the angel Gabriel (or Jibril) near Mecca over 1400 years ago.


The angel gave him messages from Allah that formed the basis of the Qur'an.


The book is kept on a high shelf above other books, and people wash their hands before touching it to show their respect for the word of Allah.


The Christian Bible is made up of books in the Old Testament and books in the New Testament 


The New Testament has the four gospels which tell the stories about Jesus


Christians believe it contains the words of God, providing guidance and wisdom about how to live your life
