At the heart of the creation story is something which Muslims all over the world hear every day in their Call to Prayer - God is great. For Muslims believe there is only one God who created everything. God's world is a good world, and when people obey or submit to God then life is good. The word 'Islam' means submission. Although God made humans superior to the rest of creation, Muslims believe that this means humans have been given everything on earth to care for and look after. The world is not ours to do with as we want. The Qur'an teaches that Muslims should be thankful for all living things, for God is the creator of all life.

Interpreting the Christian Creation story

Christians believe the world was created by God and everything in it. There are two creation stories in the Old Testament book of Genesis. Since Humans were made in God's image and given power over all living things, Christians believe that humans have a responsibility towards all of creation. Some Christians might think that this means humans can use the world as they wish, while most believe that God intended humans to care for and look after the work. Christians use the story of 'the fall' to explain why suffering and death have entered the world. But they believe that God will create a new and better world where those who have tried to live as God wants, will live for ever.
