Intended learning outcomes:


Children will be able to:


Step 1	accurately describe the concept of ritual


Step 2 	accurately describe the rituals practised during Sukkot by Jewish people


Step 3 	discern and describe the value of ritual for Jewish people and discern the possible value for their own lives and communities


Step 4 	express creatively as well as describe their own responses to rituals 


Step 5 	recognise and describe examples of how their responses to rituals can be applied to their own and others’ lives.


Informed by end of Year 4  expectations





Key concept:  Ritual





Sequence of activities:


Step 1 – Inquire: What does ritual mean?


Demonstrate the rituals around lighting birthday candles explaining that it is a ritual. Children speculate about the meaning of the word ritual. Consider other rituals. (NB Ritual is a “religious or solemn ceremony consisting of a series of actions performed according to a prescribed order” (Oxford Dictionaries).


Suggest some familiar routines. What is the difference between a ritual and a routine? Discuss. Produce a class definition of ritual.


Step 2 – Contextualise: What rituals do Jewish people have during Sukkot?


Tell the story remembered at Sukkot (use chabbad.org for reference and � HYPERLINK "https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/school-radio/assemblies-ks1-ks2-sukkot/z2827yc" �Primary assemblies: Sukkot - BBC Teach�). Act it out. Discuss feelings.


Build a Sukkah to remember the story and decorate it.


Explore the ritual of waving the lulav. 


Children investigate the reference to the Sukkot rituals in Leviticus. Children underline/highlight which parts of the text they think are most important for Jewish people. Collate ideas and discuss. 


Children produce simple instructions for a Jewish child about how to carry out the Sukkot rituals.


Step 3 – Evaluate: What is the value of the Sukkot rituals?


In pairs, children role play a Jewish child and a non-Jewish child. Non-Jewish child complains about the Sukkah – Jewish child responds.


Children write brief letters for both sides of the argument (literacy link).


Step 4 – Communicate: What is my response to rituals in my 


experience?


Discuss in pairs and collate as a class any rituals in their lives. Discuss – are they rituals or routines?


Children in groups consider a person or event they would like to remember.  Could they create a ritual to help them? Children prepare and show rituals and describe their significance.


Step 5 – Apply: How do responses to rituals affect my life and others’ 


lives?


Children imagine a situation in which rituals are banned.


Discuss their responses and the impact on their lives and others’ lives.








Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:





Spiritual: providing an opportunity for enjoyment and fascination about their own lives and those of others. 





Moral: developing an interest in investigating and offering reasoned views and ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others.





Social: sharing our own experiences and respond to the experiences of others. Working and socialising with others in a range of learning opportunities.





Cultural: willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical and cultural opportunities. Giving children an interest in and an opportunity to explore different faiths and beliefs.

Children will learn that:





Sukkot is an important celebration for Jewish people


It is the Jewish harvest festival and lasts for a week


Sukkot means Huts


Jews prepare by building and decorating their own special hut called a sukkah


The Sukkah has 3 walls and becomes a part of the home


It reminds Jews of the exodus from Egypt  and the dwellings made by Moses and his people who lived for 40 years in the wilderness
