	Intended

learning outcomes
1. Children can accurately explain what sacrifice is.
2. Children can accurately explain how sacrifice is expressed within the Christian story.
3. Children can discern the value of sacrifice to Christians and the possible value of sacrifice for themselves and others
4. Children can respond creatively as well as begin to explain a personal response to the concept of sacrifice

5. Children can explain some examples of how the concept can be applied in their own and others’ lives.

Informed by end of Year 6 expectations
	Focus/key question: Sacrifice
	Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:

Spiritual: providing an opportunity to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values.

Moral: developing an ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues.

Social: sharing our own experiences and respond to the experiences of others. Working and socialising with others in a range of learning opportunities.

Cultural: willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical and cultural opportunities. Giving children an interest in and an opportunity to explore different faiths and beliefs.

Vocabulary (in bold) and knowledge building blocks:

Children will learn that:

· The idea of sacrifice means to give up something that is valuable to you to help someone else

· The death and resurrection of Jesus is the most important Christian belief 
· Many Christians see the death of Jesus as a sacrifice – Jesus giving up his life for the benefit of other people
· There are many different ways that Christians might interpret Jesus’ sacrifice
· An example is that Christians might say that Jesus’ sacrifice restored the relationship between God who is perfect and humans, who make many mistakes. 


	
	Sequence of activities over several lessons:
Step 1 (Inquire)
Start with a story to introduce the concept of sacrifice (eg the Plague at Eyam – there are lots more). Watch the excerpt from The Lion, the Witch & the Wardrobe about the “deep magic”. What did Aslan do? Why? Ask for children’s ideas of the meaning of sacrifice. Make a collection of ideas. 

Children devise a role-play scenario to illustrate sacrifice – eg seeing Grandad in hospital rather than going to disco.
Step 2 (Contextualise)

Tell the Easter story. What was Jesus’ sacrifice? Parallels with Lion, Witch and Wardrobe. Look at images from art – representations of Jesus’ sacrifice. Children look closely at the images in groups – annotate and use this to form a poem, produce a piece of artwork and write an “Art Gallery” label to go with the picture. Display as a gallery – children look at each others’ work.
Step 3 (Evaluate)

Discuss: was Jesus’ sacrifice worthwhile for Christians? Has it made any difference? Write a letter to Jesus, telling him whether his sacrifice was worthwhile – eg You didn’t need to do it because… or …I’m glad you did it because… Ask a Christian visitor to talk about what Jesus’ sacrifice means to them.
Step 4 (Communicate)

What does sacrifice mean to you? Can you think of a time when you put yourself last or gave up something for someone else or a cause?  Draw or write about your sacrifice.

Step 5 (Apply) 

Has your sacrifice made any difference to you or the cause? What is the motivation behind sacrifice? Can sacrifice ever be selfish or is it always altruistic? (eg “being a martyr”).
Children devise two role-plays – one showing a truly selfless sacrifice and one showing a “sacrifice” which is selfish.
