Intended learning outcomes:


Children should:





Understand the World:

Know some similarities and differences between different religious and cultural communities in this country, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.








Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:





Spiritual: providing an opportunity for enjoyment and fascination about their own lives and those of others. Giving opportunities to rejoice and celebrate people that are special to us.





Moral: reflecting on making decisions and when others may influence us. To see when a decision is the right one and when someone is influenced by the wrong things. 





Social: sharing our own experiences and respond to the experiences of others. Working and socialising with others in a range of learning opportunities.





Cultural: willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic and cultural opportunities. Giving children an interest in and an opportunity to explore different faiths and beliefs.








Sequence of activities:


Step 1 – Communicate:  Who is special to us? 


Teacher – model a special person to them – pictures, memories, feelings.


Discuss: who is special to you? Why?


Do you know any other special people?


Create a display of paintings and photos: These people are special to us.


Step 2 – Apply:  What difference do special people make to us?  


Discuss:


if someone is special, does it make you want to be with them, like them, find out more about them?


are there some special people who are special to everyone?


how would you feel if you could not see your special person?


do we all have the same special people?


will the same special people always be special to us?


will we find more special people as we grow up?


Step 3 – Inquire:  What does special mean? 


Circle time discussion – What makes a person special?


because we love them/they love us – family/friends


because they look after us/help us – teachers/other people in school/childminders, etc.


we like to listen to them/hear what they say


make us laugh/make us happy


because they’re important/famous


because of things they can do, eg: very good at football, singing.


Step 4 – Contextualise:  Who is special for Christians? 


Jesus is special to Christians because they believe He is God’s son:


tell the stories given in the resources section, act them out, sequence pictures


baptism – “this is my beloved son”


some people wanted to be with Him (calling of fishermen)


some people wanted to find out about the things He said (feeding of the 5,000)


He made some people better (Bartimaeus/paralysed man).


Step 5 – Evaluate:  Why do you think Jesus is special to Christians? 


Discuss – Why is Jesus special to Christians? (Use a persona doll to help the discussion) 


Christians show that Jesus is special when they have many pictures of Him and tell stories about Him. 


Create a display of Bible, books and pictures.





Assessment opportunities:


Evidence can be gathered when children:


contribute to the display, or talk about, their own special people


discuss their responses


talk about what special means


sequence pictures and talk about stories that show Jesus is special for Christians


talk about their own responses to the idea of Jesus being special.
