Intended learning outcomes:





Children will be able to:





Step 1 Communicate: express creatively their response to kindness�


Step 2 Apply: recognise how their responses to kindness relate to their lives.





Step 3 Inquire: recognise the meaning of kindness�


Step 4 Contextualise: recognise that kindness to other living beings is a key Buddhist teaching�


Step 5 Evaluate: in simple terms, recognise the value of kindness to Buddhists





Informed by end of Year 1 expectations











Key concept:  Kindness








Sequence of activities:





Step 1 Communicate: What is my experience of kindness?


Discuss as a class the children’s responses to when they have been kind or someone has been kind to them


Children in pairs or small groups role play some of the ways in which kindness is shown.


Children create simple poems or writing about kindness.


Children paint and annotate their experience of kindness





Step 2 Apply: How does kindness affect me and other people?


Set up the children in small groups to act out scenarios where kindness is not shown.


Children act out their scenarios and discuss their feelings and responses.


Discuss – are there some reasons why someone might not be kind?





Step 3 Inquire: What does kindness mean?


Children in groups think of what kindness actually means and demonstrate a practical example of this to the rest of the class. Teacher collates and lists ideas. Explain that kindness means being kind or generous and thinking of others.


Discuss with the class why they might want to be kind to other people or other living beings (such as animals, plants, trees).


Create a poster about how people can show kindness to other living beings





Step 4 Contextualise: How do Buddhists show kindness to others?


Remind the children about their previous term’s learning about the Buddha and how Buddhists see him as a role model for their own lives – what can they remember? Explain that they are going to look at one of their very important teachings, which is showing kindness to other living beings.

Ask the children how the Buddha and the monkey king showed kindness? What did they do? Explain to the children that Buddhists try to show kindness and love to other living things in their lives. Draw and write about how Buddhists show kindness to other living beings





Step 5 Evaluate: Is it important for Buddhists to think about kindness?


Discuss what the children have learnt about kindness and ask them children why this is so important for Buddhists.


Discuss if the children see kindness as important for themselves or not. Has their thinking changed during their learning?





Opportunities for promoting children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development:





Spiritual: providing an opportunity for enjoyment and fascination about their own lives and those of others. Giving opportunities to rejoice and celebrate things that are important to us.





Moral: developing an ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues.





Social: sharing our own experiences and respond to the experiences of others. Working and socialising with others in a range of learning opportunities.





Cultural: willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical and cultural opportunities. Giving children an interest in and an opportunity to explore different faiths and beliefs.








Assessment opportunities:





Evidence can be gathered when pupils:


1 Talk about times they have shown or received kindness from others


2 Recognise different ways kindness is shown to others


3 Recognise the meaning of kindness through creating a poster of different ways of showing kindness


4 Recognise through drawing and writing that kindness is a key Buddhist teaching


5 Recognise kindness is important to Buddhists














Vocabulary (in bold) and knowledge building blocks





Children will learn that:





Kindness is being kind or generous and thinking of others


Buddhists try to be kind to all living beings – humans, animals, plants and the natural world


Buddhists use stories about the life of the Buddha to show his kindness to others as an example of how to live their own lives
